
looked after. So, you will be purchasing antique of the future.  Also, because
of the hardness, they have to work the timber with tungsten-carbide tipped
tools, which are resharpened after only approximately fifteen minutes of
work.  If you compare that to the same tools working on a timber such as
pine, you would only need to sharpen your tools about once every six
weeks!

Savanna Wood goes for a natural, hand finished look, which not
only suits the material that they work with but also the origin of the furni-
ture as a hand made product from an extremely hard African timber. This
idea is projected through their whole design process. Finally, by not artifi-
cially staining nor varnishing the wood, but finishing their furniture by a nat-
ural hand process, they emphasize the natural beauty of the fine grain and
rich color of the timber used.

Apart from those items that are chosen and bought from the stock
in their showrooms, special orders are individually made to the customers’
design and specification. Where they can, the furniture is designed in a

knock down form for ease of transport.  For example,
the frames and legs of large tables come apart and are
quick and easy to assemble with a few bolts. Savanna
Wood ships their magnificent handcrafted pieces of fur-
niture all over the world.
